PRAYER POINT: God will pour the oil of His Spirit into as
many as are willing to receive it. We need to be asking all
our neighbors to the Celebration of Hope weekend.

PRAYER: Out of our deep spiritual need in the Quinte
region, we come to You, Lord God, and ask for not a few,
but many, to be filled with the life-giving oil of Your Spirit.
